Day 1: Arrival in Cape Town - Ceder berg Wilder ness Area

The vast Cederberg Wilderness Area encompasses 71 000 ha of rugged mountainous terrain.
Proclaimed as a wilderness area in 1973 and as a world heritage site in 2004, it enjoys high
conservation status and is a popular destination for hardy hikers and mountaineers. The region is
famous for its weathered sandstone formations, most notably the Wolfberg Arch and Maltese Cross.

Approximate distance: 225 km
Accommodation: Bush Camping

Day 2: Cederberg Wilder ness Area - Namaqualand

Namaqualand is a semi-desert environment, however in the spring (July to September) depending on
the rains, a miracle occurs. As the rains soak into the thirsty earth, millions upon millions of flowers
emerge in a phenomenal explosion of colour which transforms the landscape into a wonderland of
beauty. The Namagua National Park has been established to protect this unique phenomenon.

Approximate distance: 390 km
Accommodation: Bush Camping

Day 3: Namaqualand — Fish River Canyon

So vadt that your eyes cannot cope with the full view all at once. The Fish River Canyon in Namibia
is reputedly the second largest canyon in the world (the larges being the Grand Canyon). Thereis a
lot of debate as to whether or not this is indeed the second largest canyon in the world, most of the
arguments seem to hinge on how one actually measures the 'size’ of a canyon. Regardless of its
ranking in the world of big canyons the Fish River is absolutely magnificent and breathtaking in its
immensity. The Fish River Canyon probably formed about 500 million years ago. However was not
only created by water erosion, but through the collapse of the valley bottom due to movements in the
earth's crust.

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Day 4: Fish River Canyon - Helmeringshausen

Helmeringhausen does not have an official governing body nor status as it is completely situated on
private land, and al infrastructure except the roads are part of Farm Helmeringhausen. It features a
small airfield, a country hotel and a private agricultural museum.

Helmeringhausen was founded as a farm by a member of the Schutztruppe, the colonial armed force
of Imperia Germany.

Approximate distance: 300 km
Accommodation: Helmeringshausen Camping

Day 5: Helmeringshausen - Sesriem

At the entry to Sossusvlel is Sesriem Canyon. As a result of erosion over many centuries, a narrow
gorge of about one kilometre in length was formed about 30 to 40 metres deep. Early explorers had
to tie six lengths of thongs together to draw water from the pools in the canyon, hence the name
"Sesriem".

Approximate distance: 250 km

Day 6: Sossusvlei
Sossusvlel is a depression lined by some of the highest dunes in the world. Although a very rare

occurrence, during periods of good rains the pan or "vle" fills up with water from the Tsauchab
River. This water wonder in the middle of the desert is a spectacular sight.

Approximate distance: n‘a
Accommodation: Sesriem Rest Camp
Meals: B,L,D

Day 7. Sesriem — Swakopmund

Thanks to its mild temperatures and negligible rainfall, Swakopmund generally enjoys grit in the
oyster. When an easterly wind blows, the town gets a good sand-blasting, and amost perpetual
drizzle. The fog rolls up to 30km inland and provides moisture for desert-dwelling plants and
animals, including 80 species of lichen.

Approximate distance: 350 km
Accommodation: Bush Camping
